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PICK-UP

Students must be picked up by parents/guardians in the ballet studios.  Students are not to leave the building

unless escorted by a parent/guardian.  Drivers must not double park or park in neighbors’ driveways.  Parking  

in the Julia Morgan Center parking lot is not permitted at any time even for drop o� or pick up.

PARENT-STUDENT-TEACHER CONFERENCES

As part of our committment to creating and maintaining an environment that carefully and consistently 

supports the growth of our students, we schedule mandatory conferences at the end of each academic year.

PARENT GUILD ACTIVITY

Each family is required to provide at least 8 hours of volunteer assistance each year. In order to keep

production costs down, parent participation is crucial. Any family not ful�lling the volunteer requirement must

pay an additional $100 per program. Areas that need volunteers include: concessions, publicity, programs, ushers,

costumes, backstage, box o�ce, and stage crew.  Contact your level parent to �nd where you can volunteer.

   In the event any payment is more than 30 days late, BBT will charge your credit card for the tuition amount, a

   $10 late fee, plus a $25 �nance charge.  Parents who are in arrears in their payment may be asked to keep their child home.

 OTHER PAYMENTS

YOUTH COMPANY FEE:  Level 7 and Pre-Professional students who are accepted into the Youth Company must

pay an annual fee by October 15th (see Tuition Schedule for amount).

PERFORMANCE WORKSHOP:  Level 4, 5, & 6 students are eligible for the special Saturday Performance

Workshop in the early spring.  The Performance Workshop will conclude with an informal performance in the

Julia Morgan Theater.  There is a separate payment and registration form for this workshop.

PERFORMANCE FEES:  Students who choose to perform pay an additional fee for Nutcracker and/or the  

Spring show (approximately $ 30-$85, depending on level of student).

TICKETS: Each family with one or more students performing is expected to buy in advance of the performance 

a voucher (last year $152) representing 8 discounted tickets.  Prices are subject to change.

FUNDRAISING:  Optional merchandise and souvenirs, such as videos, photos, T-shirts and sweatshirts, �owers,

ra�e tickets, etc. will be o�ered at performances and other occasions.
